the 25th annual Academy Awards. Visi-

tors will also get to see some of Hope’s 

golf-themed skits in a special theater 

designed to feel like a comedy club. 

The bits will feature introductions from 

Arnold Palmer and other top golfers who 

knew the comedian, along with Hope’s 

own thoughts on the sport: “If you watch 

a game, it’s fun. If you play it, it’s recre-

ation. If you work at it, it’s golf.”
